Presidentôs Remarks: Richie, K2KNB, President ï We believe we have identified the person who has 

been jamming the Selden repeater. On the advice of Lara Smith at the FCC Enforcement Office we have 

written him a letter. The letter states that he is in violation of FCC policies and LIMARC user policies and 

is banned from using any LIMARC repeater. Please help us locate jammers by hitting the reverse button on 

your transceiver and reporting your findings to the LIMARC Board of Directors. Lara Smith advised us that 

we canôt allow violations of FCC Rules on our repeaters. Therefore the control operators may turn the re-

peater off for a short time when a jammer is present. LIMARC policy is to ignore jammers. 
 

One of LIMARCôs aims is Public Service. As an ARRL Special Service Club we promote                

participation in ARRL events such as Field Day. We should all Elmer newcomers to the hobby.  
 

About 7 of our current officers and board members will not be running for office in November. This means 

we need new people to step forward and take on leadership roles. If you know someone who would be good 

in one of the vacated positions urge them to step forward.
